YOUTH MINISTRIES RULES

The in-
appropriate clothing will be picked up by the parent in the church office.
This rule applies to any event or trip with the Park Ave UMC Youth Minis-

try.

5. Inappropriate & Disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated. Students
will have 2 warnings by adults at any function or ministry event with the
Park Ave UMC Youth Ministry or Choir. After the third offense the student
will be sent home or the parent will be called to pick them up. Disruptive
behavior keeps our students that want to learn about Christ from learning
about Him.
